CALL TO ORDER 

Chairman/Planning Director Ed Williams called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. The 

roll was called and a quorum was declared present.

1. APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

 

Approval of minutes from regular meeting held August 27, 2008. 

 

Motion by City Engineer Miller to approve the above minutes. Seconded by Assistant to 

City Manager for Public Services Cochran, the motion carried unanimously 6-0. 
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2. Reaves Road PCD   - Discussion only  

 

Jim Fox, Kendell Keith, and Johnny Walker were in attendance to discuss their 

conceptual Site Plan and the Annexation, Small-Scale Comp Plan Amendment and PCD 

(Planned Commercial District) rezoning process. The developers were provided with a 

memorandum from the Development Review Committee dated September 08, 2008, 

addressing general issues in regards to their conceptual site plan.  

 

The applicants stated that they desire to annex the subject property and develop a mixture 

of retail/office with a mini-warehouse facility and possibly a day-care center.  They stated 

that their main entrance will be to the south of the property and their proposed uses will 

not be high intensity commercial operations. They also stated that they will create a 25 

foot landscape buffer on the north side of the property (which abuts a residential area) 

and a 30 foot rear setback. Chairman Williams stated that community meetings will be 

required and also improvements to Reaves Road will be required to accommodate the 

traffic impact. General discussion took place in regards to utility systems, drainage and 

the Wekiva criteria.  City Engineer Miller stated that the City has seen drainage problems 

in this area associated with the MI Homes project (Stonecrest) and the existing estate lots 

on the west side of Reaves Road.  The site design will need to ensure that these problems 

are not perpetuated or made worse.  Additional attenuation of discharge may be required to 

stay within the receiving capacity of downstream conveyances.  An offsite drainage 

easement may be required if the character and flow of the discharge is being altered.  The 

developers were also informed that a soil report and a traffic study will be required.
